Jesus Prays for His Disciples 
After Jesus had spoken these words, he looked up to heaven and said, ‘Father, the hour has come; glorify your 
Son so that the Son may glorify you, since you have given him authority over all people, to give eternal life to all 
whom you have given him. And this is eternal life, that they may know you, the only true God, and Jesus Christ 
whom you have sent. I glorified you on earth by finishing the work that you gave me to do. So now, Father, glorify 
me in your own presence with the glory that I had in your presence before the world existed.  
 

‘I have made your name known to those whom you gave me from the world. They were yours, and you gave them 
to me, and they have kept your word. Now they know that everything you have given me is from you; for the 
words that you gave to me I have given to them, and they have received them and know in truth that I came from 
you; and they have believed that you sent me.

While I was with them, I protected 
them in your name that you have given me. I guarded them, and not one of them was lost except the one destined 
to be lost, so that the scripture might be fulfilled. But now I am coming to you, and I speak these things in the 
world so that they may have my joy made complete in themselves. I have given them your word, and the world 
has hated them because they do not belong to the world, just as I do not belong to the world. I am not asking you 
to take them out of the world, but I ask you to protect them from the evil one. They do not belong to the world, just 
as I do not belong to the world. Sanctify them in the truth; your word is truth. As you have sent me into the world, 
so I have sent them into the world. And for their sakes I sanctify myself, so that they also may be sanctified in 
truth.

‘I ask not only on behalf of these, but also on behalf of those who will believe in me through their word, that they 
may all be one. As you, Father, are in me and I am in you, may they also be in us, so that the world may believe 
that you have sent me. The glory that you have given me I have given them, so that they may be one, as we are 
one, I in them and you in me, that they may become completely one, so that the world may know that you have 
sent me and have loved them even as you have loved me. Father, I desire that those also, whom you have given 
me, may be with me where I am, to see my glory, which you have given me because you loved me before the 
foundation of the world.

Jesus and Peter 
When they had finished breakfast, Jesus said to Simon Peter, ‘Simon son of John, do you love me more than 
these?’ He said to him, ‘Yes, Lord; you know that I love you.’ Jesus said to him, ‘Feed my lambs.’ A second time 
he said to him, ‘Simon son of John, do you love me?’ He said to him, ‘Yes, Lord; you know that I love you.’ Jesus 
said to him, ‘Tend my sheep.’ He said to him the third time, ‘Simon son of John, do you love me?’ Peter felt hurt 
because he said to him the third time, ‘Do you love me?’ And he said to him, ‘Lord, you know everything; you 
know that I love you.’ Jesus said to him, ‘Feed my sheep. Very truly, I tell you, when you were younger, you used 
to fasten your own belt and to go wherever you wished. But when you grow old, you will stretch out your hands, 
and someone else will fasten a belt around you and take you where you do not wish to go.’ (He said this to 
indicate the kind of death by which he would glorify God.)

Jesus and the Beloved Disciple 
Peter turned and saw the disciple whom Jesus loved following them; he was the one who had reclined next to 
Jesus at the supper and had said, ‘Lord, who is it that is going to betray you?’ When Peter saw him, he said to 
Jesus, ‘Lord, what about him?’ Jesus said to him, ‘If it is my will that he remain until I come, what is that to you? 
Follow me!’ So the rumour spread in the community that this disciple would not die. Yet Jesus did not say to him 
that he would not die, but, ‘If it is my will that he remain until I come, what is that to you?’  
 

This is the disciple who is testifying to these things and has written them, and we know that his testimony is true. 
But there are also many other things that Jesus did; if every one of them were written down, I suppose that the 
world itself could not contain the books that would be written.
